ENTRY CRITERIA – Applicants must: 

• Be 18 years of age or above 

• Have completed NCEA Level 2 or Senior Secondary or equivalent or higher 

• English language competence in either; IELTS (Academic) 5.5 with no score less than 5, or NZCEL 
Level 3 (Applied) or PToE 42 (Academic) with no score less than 36 or equivalent
